Mourning Parents ACT, Inc., also known as !MPACT, is a nonprofit 501(c)3 tax exempt organization (official IRS letter for tax purposes) whose mission is to eliminate tragedies caused by inexperienced drivers through awareness, education and legislation.  The founders of !MPACT, who each lost teenage children in separate automobile accidents within an 11-day period in December 2002, developed a teen driving safety program in which members share their experiences in a powerfully emotional presentation that has both an immediate and lasting effect on audiences. Attendees learn about the shocking statistics and factors that contribute to the high incidence of teen deaths due to car crashes, what happens to the body in a crash, how graduated licensing laws save lives, and what teens and parents can do to protect themselves. 
Since !MPACT was formed, members have presented to over 120,000 teens and parents throughout Connecticut and Massachusetts. Feedback from students, parents, law enforcement officials, and school administrators indicate our program effectively reduces risky driving/riding behavior in teens. !MPACT does not charge high schools for its presentations, so every high school can afford us.
